His parents always had Kim
weeding the garden, canying out the garbage and delivering newspapers. But when John reached
adulthood, he was better off than his childhood playmates. He had more job satisfaction, a better
maniage and was healthier Most ofall, he was happier.Far happier

‘These are the findings of a 40-year study that followed the lives of 456 teenage boys from
Boston. The study showed that those who had worked as boys ayjoyed happier and more
productve lives than those who had not. “Boys who worked in the home or community gained
competence (1) and came to feel they were worthwhile members of society,” said George
Vailant, the psychologist (13 83 ) who made the discovery. “And because they fet good about
themselves,others fet good aboutthem.”

Vaillant's study followed these males n great detal Inerviews were repeatedat ages 25, 31
and 47. Under Vaillant, the researchers compared the men's mentalhealth scores with their
boyhood-actvity scores. Points were avarded for part-time jobs, houservork, effort i schoal, and
abilty to deal with problems.

The lnk between what the men had done as boys and how they tumed out as adults was
surprisingly sharp. Those who had done the most boyhood activiies were twice as ikely to have
wanm relations with a wide varity of people, five times as liely to be well paid and 16 times less
Hkely to have been unemployed. The researchers also found that 1Q and family social and
econamic class made no real difference in how the boys tumed out. Working—-at any age—is
important. Childhood activiies help a child develop responsibility, independence, confidence and
competence—the underpinnings (B) of emotionl health. They o help him understand that
people must cooperate and work toward comman goals.
